VET curriculum frameworks give students the opportunity to gain credit towards the NSW Higher School Certificate (HSC) and credit towards national vocational qualifications under the Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF). VET curriculum frameworks are based on nationally endorsed Training Packages. They specify the range of industry-developed units of competency from the relevant Training Packages which are suitable for the HSC. They also define how units of competency are arranged in HSC Vocational Education and Training (VET) courses to gain unit credit for the HSC.
Work placements are a vital and mandatory component of all such courses. Through involvement in vocational education, employers and their employees will be able to improve the quality of the education of young people by relaying their skills and experience to motivated, interested students.

For the student, the workplace is a dynamic and interesting environment in which skills and knowledge will gain relevance. The student will also gain valuable exposure to the culture and ethos of the workplace.
